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Challenge Ladder





Rate of play: 20 minutes each





	Each player has 20 - 30 minutes on the clock per game. Players draw for colours, and three rounds are played each night, as follows:

The winner of the game takes the higher place on the ladder, ready for the next game.


The tournament can be played throughout the year, between other tournaments.





If a player is not present on a night, he is removed from the ladder after his position is noted.


Positions at the end of each night’s play are recorded, with points given for their finishing position.


This does not include players who were not present on the night.


After the night’s play, absent players are re-inserted into the ladder, one position lower than at the start.


In this way, if a player is not present he will slowly drop down the ladder.





Over the course of the year, player’s scores will total up, and trophies are given, depending on the number of players, for the highest scores.


In this way, players who come consistently may win more than better players who only come occasionally.
