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Club Championship

Rate of play: 1 hour plus 30 seconds per move each

The Club Championship is held between May and August, exact dates to be determined each year.

When determining the dates, always try to avoid scheduling a round on a long weekend.

Schedule 2 – 3 rounds consecutively followed by a break week to allow for playing games which could not be played on the scheduled night.

The tournament should be planned as either a 7 round or 9 round Swiss, depending on the number of players.

If there are 10 or fewer players, it can be arranged as a Round Robin.

Games are to be completed in one night, with a rate of play as above.

Whenever possible, allow the Swiss Perfect program to determine who is playing who, and the choice of colours.

Set it to allow players to play each other a second time if the first game was forfeited.

Clocks can be started at any time after 8.15pm at the discretion of the DOP.

If possible, the Club Champion should be requested to play all-comers in a simul a few weeks after the Club Championship is completed. This is informal with no time limit.
Lightning Championship

Rate of play: 5 minutes each (Setting 1)
The Lightning Championship is to be played 1 – 2 weeks after the completion of the Club Championship, all games to be completed in one night.

It is preferable for this tournament to be played as a Round Robin if numbers permit.
If there are 8 players or less, a double Round Robin should be considered.

If the number of players mean a Swiss tournament must be played, the Swiss Perfect program should be used to determine players and colours.

However consideration should also be given to splitting the field into two sections.

All games are to be played under usual Lightning rules.

Clocks are to be positioned at the discretion of the DOP.

Any dispute must be referred to the DOP at the time of the dispute. 

A tied result for the winner should be resolved by a play-off of two games.

If that does not resolve the tie, usual play-off rules will apply.
