1. Black

The higher rated player has black.

2. Draw

The higher rated player has black and must win the game to win. If the game is drawn it is scored as a win to the lower rated player.

3. Pawn

The higher rated player has black and removes their choice of one pawn, from either C7 or F7.

4. Two Pawns
The higher rated player has black and removes the pawns from C7 and F7.

5. Knight

The higher rated player has black and removes their choice of one knight.

6. Bishop & Pawn

The higher rated player has white and removes one bishop and the pawn from either C2 or F2.

7. Rook

The higher rated player has white and removes one rook. He may choose which rook to remove, and may start with the pawn in front of the missing rook on the third rank.

8. Rook & Two Pawns

The higher rated player has white and removes one rook and both pawns from C2 and F2. He may choose which rook to remove, and may start with the pawn in front of the missing rook on the third rank.

9. Queen

The higher rated player has white and removes his Queen.

10. Queen & Bishop

The higher rated player has white and removes his Queen and one bishop.

11. Queen, Bishop & Knight

The higher rated player has white and removes his Queen, one bishop and one knight.
