Time Handicap Tournament – 30 minutes

Rate of play: as per below – Calculation of Handicap
Aim to play three or four rounds per night over three weeks.

The tournament is to be played as either a round robin or a Swiss tournament, depending on the number of players. If it is Swiss, then Swiss Perfect is to be used to determine match-ups.
Calculation of Handicap

 Calculate the rating difference of the two players by subtracting the lower rating from the higher rating.  See the table below for the number of minutes for each player.

 Time Handicap Tournament Rules

1. All rules of chess apply, except where specifically amended by these rules.

2. For any query necessitating the presence of the D.O.P., the clocks may be stopped.

3. The clocks must be operated by the hand that makes the move.

4. To win the game on time, the player claiming the win must have sufficient material to checkmate his opponent, however unlikely the checkmate may be.

5. If the D.O.P. is satisfied that a player is making no effort to win the game by normal means, or that it is not possible to win by normal means, (i.e. a player cannot win just by making moves until his opponent loses on time) then the D.O.P. may declare the game to be a draw.  This may still apply even though one player’s flag may have fallen.

6. The D.O.P. may indicate at the beginning of the tournament the direction in which the clocks are to face, and the player with the black pieces decides on which side of the board he sits.

7. During the game the clock must not be picked up by either player.

Advice to lower rated players

Your one advantage in this tournament is the extra time you have, so make full use of it.  Take time to think, and do not move too quickly.
